20. Cannot revive your Green Card.

22. I am blank … my brain …
23. I can’t … I just don’t know what to do!
24. She knows, perhaps. 
25. Your Sophie knows, but I don’t.
26. I say I need help… I’m stuck.
27. You say come over here!
28. I’m talking 800 million Rials. 
29. Sounds little, when you’re in America.

30. I wouldn’t bring it up with you... 
31. If I could pay the marriage portion by myself.  

32. I do realize …
33. Listen, mom. 
34. I know my Green Card expires in 10 days.
35. I’m already under a lot of pressure.
36. [ Tuesday, The first - Day 1 ]
37. Would you tell me what day of month we are in?
38. The 9th. 
39. On your calendar, you need to backtrack to the 1st. 

40. Call them up … one by one. 
41. Apologize for the mess up. 
42. make new appointments …
43. And redo all their recordings. 
44. You’re right. 
45. I’m responsible … I’ll make it up. 
46. I should’ve dismissed you in a first place.
47. Your husband has a ticket for tomorrow. 

48. And here you are, still daydreaming. 
49. Look at my studio … great mess!

50. You’ve got to end this.
51. It’s over. 
52. How’s that?
53. I want to start all over again.
54. Start over, taking revenge?
55. What’s in your mind?
56. I let him go. He’ll come back. 
57. You’re still asking your marriage portion, right?

80. Stop!
81. Rest your hands. 
82. You haven’t practiced, have you? 
83. You seem to like resting, generally. 
84. Do we need to punish you?
85. What do you rather do?
86. Paint.
87. You like painting?
88. Paint what?
89. Sun. 
90. You play, I’ll answer. 
91. One and two and …
92. Listen to the rhythm. 
93. Yes …
94. Coming … 

95. Keep going … It’s not your mom, yet.
96. Hi!
97. How are you?
98. Well, thanks. 

99. Good news?

100. Not really, the marriage portion is due!

101. You got the letter, finally?

102. You knew about it?

103. Sort of … Leila mentioned. 

104. Hey sweetie! How was the class?
105. Good!
106. I’ll be waiting outside, then.
107. You guys talk?
108. We talk! here … there. She seems preoccupied. 
109. What’s your own plan?
110. I’m losing my Green Card. I have to go.

111. When is your flight?
112. The 10th. 
113. So, you only have a week.
114. Today’s the 2nd. I’ve just got 8 days. 
115. You know what she’s up to?
116. Her parents … are pressing. I know.
117. You think they have influence on her?
118. Very much so.
119. She’s the type that lets …
120. She lets the anger gets into her.
121. You coming Ayeh?

122. So, what can I do?
123. You think we could talk? Like the three of us?
124. Sure … Cause this is not like us.
125. I’ll arrange something, then. 
126.   - I’ll talk to her.

         - Ok … thanks. 

127. You take care, Ayeh.
128. Sure, thanks.

129. Lessons are goings fine?
130. Fine … more practice. 
131.  - I’ll call you. 

        - Thank you.
132. I’d never imagined … 

133. … they stop my life with a letter. 
134. I must go by week’s end.
135. The only thing I want from you …

136. You talk to them …   

137. So, they let me go. 
138. I’ll return and pay the marriage portion in full.
139. I ate shit, ok? I’m sorry!

140. I go … I’ll come back.   

141. Weren’t we humans? When we got married? 

142. Now she walks in …

143. She ignores … does what she wants …
144. Always lonely. Always separate.
145. Split up! I don’t know what to do.

146. Calling Leila?
147. She doesn’t answer. 
148. She rejects. Her phone … 
149. It’s been … off for weeks.
150. Yesterday … she showed up …
151. fetched her passport, didn’t talk.
152. She goes … leaving me behind.
153. Her dad doesn’t pick up, either. 
154. Majid … I know!
155. This letter tells me, you need to talk. 
156. You must settle. 
157. You’re the lawyer. You settle.
158. But first, you must do something.
159. Stop seeing Mahtaab.

160. - Mahtaab comes only for piano.

       - I know …
161.  - She’ll be here in 30 mins.

        - I know …
162. You stay and judge.
163. You stay and see for yourself.

164. Or go hide there! See what’s my relationship with Mahtaab.
165. Look here, Peyman.
166. It’s in your own good.
167. I know what you’re saying.

280.  - Is that a gun real?

        - Wouldn’t be here, if it were.
281. Of course!
282. We went to high school together. 
283. We were really close. 

284. I’ve heard you guys have a problem. 
285. You’re also in music, right?
286. I thought you said you knew Peyman.
287. Hasn’t he mentioned my name, Touraj?
288.  - Not really. 

       -  I see!

289. It broke my heart when I first heard about it.
290. I swear to God, he does not know I’m here. 
291. I heard this from common friends. 
292. Anyway, is this guitar …
293. Aren’t you done?
294. Today’s the 7th and … Mind if I shut the door?

297. My name’s Rezayati. I’m here to enforce your wife’s claim. 

298. Read this warrant please.

299. Take off your sunglasses, would you?

300. What’s the warrant about?

301. I have to take your car away as part of the marriage portion. 

302. It’s dated for tomorrow. Today is the 3rd. 

303. It’s the same, plus...  
304. Tonight is my sibling’s wedding.

305 . Whose wedding?

306. My own brother. 

307.  - Oh, your brother? Congratulations. 

        - Thanks. 
308. What does it have to do with the letter?

309. Oh, nothing. I just thought …

310. Might as well take the car tonight. 

311. Guess what? You’re invited, too. 

312. Because I studied your case. 
313.  - What’s this?

        - Invitation

314. No need for that. 
315. You better come. I know all about such cases. 
316. It’s also a chance to meet a guy, Touraj. 
317. He’ll take care of you. 
318.  - Is he a colleague of yours?

       - No, He’s not an official. 

319. You’ve got a problem leaving the country, right?

320. You know all about it?

321. I did take a look. 
322. Come tonight. The address is in it. 
323. Where exactly is the car going to?

324. First, to the florist for decoration.  

325. Tonight to the wedding … tomorrow to the parking. 

326. You can file a complaint if you want. 

327. What complaint?

328. If you depend on it for the living?
329. I use it for transportation. 
330. Is it your source of income?
331. I guess … not yet. 
332. So, let me take this over. 

333. By the way … your ID.
334. What?
335. I forgot to see your ID.
336. Amir Rezayati … are we ok?

337. Mr. Tehrani! Your tape!

338.  - My wife’ll eventually get the car, right?

        - Yup!
339. [ Tehran Reception Hall ]
340.  - Hello, Mr. Rezayati!

       - Hey, Mr. Tehrani, I’m glad you came.
341. How’re you doing? 

342. Come on in. Everyone’s eating. 
343. Thank you. I’m ok here.
344. Why did you come, then?
345. I just came to say congratulations … 
346.  - You didn’t get the receipt, did you? 

        - What receipt?
347. For your car.
348. Oh, I totally forgot! 
349. I’m on your side. 
350.  - Let’s go in.

       - I’m ok here. 
351. Come on!
352. Could we see the guy we talked about?
353. Oh … you’re right. 
354. Then, you must come inside.
355. - I’ll be waiting here. 
       - Are you sure?
356. Yes. That’s why I’m here. 
357. I’ll be right back, then. 
358. I’ll be here. 
359. I’ll go get him. 

360. His name is Peyman Tehrani. 

361. Welcome guys.
362.  Lets sit in the car, Mr. Tehrani. 

363. This is Touraj.  
364. Nice to meet you. 
365. And this is Mr. Tehrani. 
366. The gentleman, who had a problem.
367. What’s the problem, Mr. Tehrani? 
368. Mr. Rezayati knows all about it. 
369. He isn’t allowed to leave the country. 
370. Oh, for the marriage portion.
371. Yes. I have to leave by week’s end.
372. Or I lose my Green Card. 
373.   You’ll go before then. No problem. 

374. - I was thinking of a legal way …

       - We’ll talk. Write down your number.

425. She can put you in jail, 15 years, easy! 
426. That wasn’t nice. 
427. Then we’ll talk 80s and 90s.

477. Ready?
478. Once the sound’s ready.
479. A bit out of tune, though.
480. Hi!
481. - You Ok, sweetie? 

       - Fine.
482.  - Is your mom in?

       - No, she stepped out.

483. - Is Ms. Rostami in?

        - Yes, but she’s recording.
484.  - In there?

       - I said she’s recording …
485. What’s going on?
486. Pointing at us?
487. Take a short break, guys. 
488. Let’s leave …
489. Let’s go find out.

491. I feel so distressed …
492. I really do, Masoud.
493. You’re distressed period …
494. In Iran … In America …

495. Here, you distressed over marriage portion, …

496. … and there, over Green Card.
497. You carry distress with you. 
498. They left me no choice after this.
499. Now I’ll leave. 
500. Stop counting days, Peyman. It gives me headache. 
501. Let’s eat my friend.  
502. [ Sunday, Day 6 ]
503. Yes? … Hey, it’s you!
504. Come in. Use the restroom. 

505. I’m in the shower. 
506. How are you, Peyman?
507. This place has changed. 
508. Sorry about that.
509. I’ll be out in a minute. 

510. No, don’t rush it for me. 
511. I should go … just needed a restroom. 
512. Did you see Leila?
513. I’m glad I did, Peyman.
514. She seems pretty distressed. 
515. More than ever. Her answer is ‘No’!
516. Nothing else I can do.
517.  - Got your ticket?

       - They’re all booked up.
518. I’m gonna try this travel agent near you. 
519. I’m worried … it’s not any easier with Sophie. 
520. - What happened to your place?
       - It’s been raided. 
521. What?
522. They’ve taken everything. 
523. What about your Green Card then?
524. - I just want my shower.

       - What?
525. I want my shower right now!
526. You wanna DIE in the shower!?
527. Yeah girl … I wanna die.

528. Put your hat on, Peyman.

529. I should have called uncle. 
530. No, no … not at all …
531. I don’t want them to find out.
532. Can’t you give me specific date?
533. Please … no date. 
534. I told you to call me first. 
535. Yet you just show up. 
536. I was in the neighborhood. 
537. Can you pay by end of the month?
538. No way, man … I was expecting some yesterday. 
539. That’s why I asked you to call.

540. Is the power back on?
541. No, sir. 

542. What then Hamid? I’m going in 4 days. 
543. You’re leaving in 4 days?
544. I have a ticket for the 10th. 
545. You’re gonna have fun, man!
546. - Don’t give me that look.
       - How do I pay the due?
547. You’re giving me a bad look.
548. Will you ever pay back my 100 million … before I go?

550. Dad … you talk to me as if I knew this is coming ...

556. I no longer need the money. I’ll go talk to them.
557. I don’t know, dad …

558. I’ll deal with this by myself.
559. Hi!
560. What’re you doing in front of my house?
561. What’s up now?
562. I think we should talk, Mr. Rostami.
563. What talk?
564. I did talk. Pay the marriage portion in full.
565. I’ll pay. No problem.
566. Let me go. I’ll come back and pay. 
567. I promise to pay my due. 
568. What about your promise when you married my daughter?
569. Remember you promised to make her happy.
570. What can I do? We don’t get along. 
571. Who’re these women around you?
572. What women?

573. You say my daughter’s lying?
574. Have you seen with your own eyes?
575. You mean …
576. I am making a living, Mr. Rostami.
577. What am I to do?
578. This damn job of yours.
579. You let your art mess your life up. 
580. You let my daughter down. 
581. And look at you!
582. What girls do you guys talk about?
583. These girl students of yours.
584. Leila works with men. Do I stop her?
585. At least she knows about family values.
586. What have I done?
587. You couldn’t harm us anymore.
588. You let us all down. What’s worse?
589. I’m telling you, guy …
590. Do yourself a favor: pay the marriage portion,
591. … then you’re free to go. 
592. That was my final word!
593. Excuse me … 
594. Tell me how you’re doing.
595. About time …
596. we could finally talk in peace.
597. Don’t be too glad.
598. You have only 15 mins to talk.
599. Tell me how you feel.
600. How are things with you and Peyman?
601. Tomorrow … I’m going to collect my things.  

602.  - Does Peyman know about this?

        - No way.
603. Are you really taking everything out?

604. I wanna see Peyman’s face, when he sees the empty house. 
605. Peyman is not in a good shape, either. 
606. You know I went home and took my passport?
607. Did you? Was Peyman home?
608. Yeah, Peyman was there. 
609. I tried to ignore him.
610. Did he say anything?
611. Yeah, he was begging.

654. Something we can count on.
655. What do you want me to do, Peyman?
656. You say we’re meeting tomorrow. 
657. Yeah, I guess. 
658. You think you can fix it?
659.  - I’ll talk to my lawyer … 

        - Tomorrow, fixed at 8:30?
660. Ok with me.
661. At the registration office, Ok?
662. Deal.
663. Hand me 5 coins now … and the rest tomorrow. 
664. I have no coins with me.
665. Nobody deos. I mean equivalent cash. 
666. Who’d carry gold coins? Just write a check.
667. First of all, I have no check-book. 
668. And then, you’re seeing my situation. 
669. I let you in, so you see the state I’m in.  

670. Plus if this place were not rented, Rezayati would’ve taken it.
